Working Western Celebration nearly
doubles in size in its second year

The North Central Working Western Horse Celebration show,
held July 17-19, in St. Paul, Minn., nearly doubled in size from
its first year, which was held in Cannon Falls, Minn., to its
second year.

During the show, a multiple breeds performed various
working western events including, reining, working cow,
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reined cow, cutting, ranch pleasure and performance horse
halter for more than $41,000 in added money. The event
concluded Saturday evening with the all-breed Hesa Zee
Reining Challenge, which awarded $6,000 in prize money to
horses of all breeds and bloodlines, and an additional
$10,000 to direct Arabian and Half-Arabian Hesa Zee+ get.

"A huge thank you to our sponsor, Eleanor's Arabian Farm,
who supported the concept of a multi-breed, multi-discipline
format for the Celebration show from its inception," said
show organizer, Sandy Woerle.

Arabian and Half-Arabian working western horse owners
should look to attend next year's show.

Pet Protection Agreements

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So here's, the deal. You love your pets but if something
happens to you, what happens to them? If you're younger,
there are probably lots of resources-siblings, friends,
family. Later in life, your kids most likely have their own
pets and while they like your critters, they don't
necessarily want to add your two dogs, one cat and
several pet chickens to their household.

Minnesota, like other states, considers pets as property
like a car or jewelry. The difference is they are living
creatures; you've invested a significant amount of love and
energy into them. Setting up a pet trust isn't legal (yet) in
Minnesota, so here's the information I share with my
clients.

With your estate planning documents keep a record of your
pets; list out their names, age, personality quirks and any
special concerns/habits/issues. If your pet has special
relationships with other animals or people, list out who they
are and what role they play in your pet's life. In your
packet, include a copy of the registration papers (if any);

a photo of your pet (in case there is an identification
issue); list out their veterinarian and the vet clinic and
animal chiropractor; same with the groomer and their
contact information. So you have identified the critters and
key players, great first step!

Now, who's going to take care of them? A Pet Guardian or
Caretaker is someone who will care for your pets in a same
or similar way that you do. If your pets require regular
medication, then you need to select someone who will
follow through on that particular need. This person is
someone who would responsibly keep your pets and will
follow your intentions for their care. Is your pet an outside
animal or a lap dog, are they used to being kenneled or do
they sleep in the bed? Can this person provide a good
environment and treat them like you would? Place their
contact information with your info. Talk with the person
and be sure they agree to be the caretaker. You might
serve in that role for their pets.

It's an advantage if you leave the caretaker some funds to
carry out your wishes. Regular care and maintenance on
your pet can get expensive. If your pets require special
food or medication, chiropractic or dental care, the
expenses can add up quickly. The key in Minnesota right
now is based on trusting the caretaker. You can leave
money in your will for the caretaker with the understanding
that it is for your pet's care, but you can't enforce that it
is used that way. Another option is legacy groups that may
accept pets for placement or lifetime retirement care. I
have some resources if you need them.

Pet Protection Agreements don't need to be complicated,
but are nice to have in place should the need arise. Take
care of the furry kids, as pet parents it's your job!
